O texto deixa claro que os animais “communicate” , e não “speak”. “...only humans developed the ability to speak”.

e – Animal´s and human´s forms of communication.

Esta mesma afirmação já apareceu de maneira incorreta na questão 41 – item d.

A quem se refere a parte sublinhada na frase:

Repare que, desde as primeiras palavras fica claro que estamos falando dos animais (b).

Pela presença do ‘too’ ( também ) sabemos que o primeiro e o segundo espaços precisam concordar. Desta maneira teremos  apenas a possibilidade ‘a’.

Peter has just returned from France, and Michael has already returned , too. Sandra and her sister have never gone there.

O segundo texto é mais complexo. O nome de cada uma das “Maravilhas” citado causa um pouco de confusão, mesmo não sendo necessário traduzi-los. Modal Verbs, Past Perfect e Passive Voice tornaram o texto menos acessível, mas nada “absurdamente dificil”. 

A alternativa correta sobre o segundo texto está na letra ‘a’ . Esta afirma que nas diferentes listas ( relações com diferentes nomes ) existentes para as “ Sete Maravilhas do Mundo” , seis eram iguais em muitas delas.

Encontrar uma frase com o mesmo significado que : “ It is a surprise to most people to learn that not all the Seven Wonders existed at the same time”. 

Surprise foi a palavra utilizada para criar confusão nas alternativas. 

Exemplos: 

Uma surpresa aprende que para ...

É surpreendente que muitas pessoas aprendam...

Surpreendentemente, muitas pessoas aprendem...

Muitas pessoas aprendem a surpresa...

Mas a correta é a frase apresentada na alternativa ‘b’ , que diz : Most people are surprised to learn that not all the Seven Wonders existed at the same time.

Esta é a questão mais difícil, mais confusa da prova !

Conforme comentamos em sala, algumas palavras sofrem uma redução pelo uso, passar do tempo, modas ( como por exemplo a fala dos jovens ). Estas palavras continuam sendo sinônimos, e este é um dos exemplos mais comuns: Although = though.

Comentário Geral da Prova (Professor Celinho):

De modo geral a prova estava bem acessível. A interpretação de texto não foi priorizada em todas as questões, a maioria era respondida por simples comparação entre as palavras do texto e das alternativas. A gramática gerou um pouco de confusão na parte de Present Perfect, mas detalhes simples esclareciam tudo.









The Seven Wonders of the World





1_ The ancient Greeks loved to compile lists of the marvelous structures in their world. Though we think of the Seven Wonders of the Ancident World as a single list today, there were actually a number of listi compiled by dufferent Greek writes. Antipater of Sidon, and Philon of Byzantium, drew up two of the most well-know lists. Many of the lists agreed on six of the seven items.


The final place on some lists was awarded to the Walls of the City of Babylon. On others, the Palace of Cyrus, king of Persia took the seventh position. Finally, toward the 6th century A.D., the final item became the Lighthouse at Alexandria. Since it was the Greeks who made the lists it is not unusual that many of the items on them were examples of Greek culture.


The writers might have listed the Great Wall of China if then had know about it, or Stonehenge if they’d seen it, but these places were beyond the limits of their world. It is a surprise to most people to learn that not all the Seven Wonders existed at the same time. Even if you lived in ancient times you would have still needed a time machine to see all seven.


While the Great Pyramids of Egypt was built centuries before the rest and is still around today (it is the only “wonder” still intact) most of the others only survived a few hundred years or less. The Colossus of Rhodes stood only a little more than half a century before na earthquake toppled it.

When lions roar or monkeys hoot, they are communicating, but only simple ideas and emotions such as “food” or “fear”. A chimpanzee that finds a mango tree can use a call to alert his companions to his good luck. However, no chimpanzee that finds a mango tree can usa a call to alert his companions yesterday’s breakfast or the possibilities for tomorrow’s. Human languages, on the other hand, allow us to talk about anything we think of. We can draw lessons from the distant past or speculate on the distant future; we can create mythical beings that have never existed; we can lie and deceive... all because of language.
