COMENTARIO GERAL

A prova de inglés do Vestibular 2008 da UFPR seguiu a mesma tendéncia de anos anteriores com
texto curtos e acessiveis a alunos de Ensino Médio, e questdes caracteristicas de provas da
Federal. Devemos destacar alguns pontos nos quais os alunos Expoente foram muito alertados.
Primeiramente o tema do primeiro texto que fazia referéncia a avides, retirado da Revista de bordo
da TAM, assunto em evidéncia na midia devido a acidentes aéreos ocorridos ultimamente e o caos
aéreo que assolou o pais, trazendo um vocabuléario especifico. Podemos destacar também o uso do
falso cognato “fabric-tecido”, que ja havia aparecido na prova do ano passado. Finalmente saliento
as questbes 77 e 80 que trazem as conjuncdes ou “linking words”, assunto extremamente
destacado durante o curso e revisado no Aulédo de Véspera.

Os candidatos Expoente que acompanharam com dedicacéo as aulas de Inglés com certeza tiveram
um O6timo desempenho nesta prova.

Cabin Environment
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There is an erroneous perception that the cabin environment of a pressurized aircraft is bad. That is not true. Treated by
HEPA (High Efficiency Particulate Arrestance) filters — similar to those used in organ transplanting and burn hospital units — the air
in airplane cabins is climatized and dehydrated. which makes the environment free from fungi and bacteria and - because the air
relative humidity becomes very low — even protects the existing airborne electronic equipment (avionics). The air flow is directed
downwards, thus reducing the rate of contamination between seats. Additionally, all of the cabin air is replaced every three minutes.
This will keep the oxygen rates throughout the aircraft at much higher levels than those required by human consumption, and
carbon dioxide and particulate matter at acceptable levels with respect to passenger safety, health and comfort.

COMENTARIO: Na primeira linha do texto afirma-se que ha uma percepcdo errdnea de que o ambiente
pressurizado dos avibes é ruim, mas isto ndo é verdade, de acordo com as explicacfes sobre a eficiéncia
da tecnologia adotada nas aeronaves. A alternativa correta afirma que o ar que circula nas cabines
pressurizadas dos avibes € de qualidade muito boa.

COMENTARIO: Entre as sentencas apresentadas nesta questdo, a de nimero 4 afirma que os niveis de
oxigénio dentro das aeronaves sao insuportaveis quando os passageiros saem do avido, esta afirmacgdo
ndo existe no texto, enquanto que as outras trés sentencas estdo corretas de acordo com o texto.

(linhas 4 e 5)

Informacdo 2- a raz&o pela qual é dificil
saber sobre as primeiras roupas usadas pelos humanos “clothing materials deteriorate quickly”(linhas 2 e 3)
Informacédo 4- O local onde os arqueodlogos encontraram antigas agulhas de costura — perto de Kostenki,
Rissia (linha 4) Informacdo 5- os diferentes modos que nossos ancestrais costumavam usar suas
“garments-vestimentas”, “draped-penduradas”, “wrapped-enroladas” e “tied-amaradas”. (linhas 1 e 2)
